Vendors selling anything related to Bonsai and similar Asian theme items, services or etc. There is no
restriction on how many vendors selling similar items may participate. You are expected to provide
an item for raffle as this is a fundraising event for Heathcote Botanical Gardens.

Space reservations may be made by returning the completed application to HBG by September 20 ,2024
for the early reqistration discount. Spaces are assigned by HBG in the order applications are received.

Event will be held rain or shine. No refunds

Vendors are responsible for collection and submitting Florida Sales Tax and current DOACS registration.

Overnight security will be provided by Heathcote Botanical Gardens. HBG will not be responsible for any
missing items or broken items. Vendors setting up Friday there is NO overnight security.

Set up may begin on Saturday, October 12, at 7:30 AM and must be completed by 9:00 am.
Break down may begin no earlier than 3:45 pm and must be complete by 5pm
No vendor will be admitted for set up after 8:30 am Saturday or Sunday.

Special access for setting up, restocking, and dismantling in the field area will be made available via the
west gate, back gate and front date. Large box trucks may be restricted to access from Field Parking only
due to overhead trees. No vendor vehicles will be allowed in the Gardens during the hours of the Festival.
The front parking areas are for visitors only. There will be assigned parking areas for vendors - this will be
noted in the Vendor Confirmation email closer to the event. All vehicles must be removed from the
Festival area and guest parking by 9 am Saturday.(Vendors with trailers that are staying onsite need to
let us know in advance and will be assigned a parking space.)

All spaces will be identified.

e Please be considerate of your neighboring vendors and stay within your designated space. (If you
exceed your space, you may be asked to contain your items to your space)

e To protect HBG, please keep your area clean. Do not post material on the trees. Remove your own
trash.

e All space preparation and dismantling are the responsibility of the vendor.

Holes made to place post is prohibited. This is to prevent damage to electrical and irrigation lines.

Please use concrete blocks or other items.

Mulch or wood chips must be placed on plastic — not directly on the ground.

Vendors are asked to leave their sites as they found them.

Please do not cut or prune plants or trees that belong to HBG or other vendors.

Typical tent space is 10x10. PLEASE be cautious when putting up tents to not disturb irrigation or

electrical lines. If you require a larger space it must be noted on the application
